	3. Matters arising
AM has met with Joni O’Sullivan from Lloyds bank. 
TG and AM still need to respond re: Google calendar
AM to send Young Lambeth Coop presentation notes to MM for circulation
AM has met with Tesco manager, he has a small budget for community work. AM suggested to WR that LJAG could ask for money to print the Running in Loughborough Junction photos. 
Action: AM to ask Tesco if they can fund this. WR to supply AM with a price.
Tudor Trust – AM to fill in preliminary application form
TG & AM met with LCF, and this resulted in some additional funding.

	4.  Cllr Carol Boucher
Has received lots of complaints about bins and rubbish bags on pavements, in particular on Northlands St, end of Southwell Road, Harbour, Vaughan and stretch of Coldharbour that fronts this. A letter is being drafted which will flag up the work that LJAG has done to tidy up the area and nudge people to put away their bins.
WR talked about his ideas for Southwell Road, tidying up the bins and also doing something about the traffic. 
CB – acknowledged that we should consider these ideas but wants to send the letter as a first step. 
CB also reported on Lambeth’s new borough wide waste policy which will involve most houses getting a smaller bin and offered to invite Doug Perry (head of environmental services) and Veolia down to a meeting.
Actions: Letter from AM and CB to go to residents on these streets. AM requested that recycling leaflet be included.
CB to ask Veolia if they can fund greening of Southwell Road. 

LA raised the issue of leases taking a long time for example with Marcus Lipton and Robust Training taking over the Green Man. 
Action: LA to email details to CB so she can take it up.

	6. Progress report on masterplan
This has been circulated to steering group by email.

	7. Project reports
(i) Cycle project – Pempeople have come into the area with another cycle project. LA – how is Masterplan going to impact on safer cycling in the area? Pempeople event in May was very successful.

(ii) Cambria Bridge project - WR – has permission from Lambeth to contract the artists to produce artwork for Cambria Bridge. Artists have been invited to the first Tuesday meeting on 4th June, to be held at Ray’s SIA CAFÉ. Hope to get the artwork up by August and hold a launch event.
(iii) Mural project - WR – difficulties with accessing the church building. AM – we need a proper artists contract.
(iv) Funding still available for greening. Part of this money is meant to be used for business engagement strategy. Meant to be asking local businesses to look after planters, sweep up outside shops. Give them a sticker, buy brooms and watering cans. Loughborough Farm – first site on Minet Road – belongs to Lambeth Living. Emily Murphy has been appointed to the role of coordinator. Will start in July.
Plant locks, need to find a date to get Conway to install these. AM will be putting out a request for volunteers. Veolia have the compost.
