	1. Apologies: Matt Goddard, Dennis Fabrizi, Mamading Ceesay, John Frankland, Mandy Mazliah

	2. Minutes of last meeting on 7 January 2013 agreed subject to the following amendments:  SG stated that she had sent her apologies for the last meeting but these had not been minuted and requested that the minutes be altered. It was agreed that the minutes should be altered. SG stated that Althea Gordon-Davidson was not a member of LETRA, although she is a resident of Loughborough Estate. It was agreed the minutes be altered.

	3. Matters arising: SG reiterated her request that the masterplanners DSDHA,be asked if there were opportunities for work experience, interns or apprenticeships. AM agreed to ask DSDHA; she stated that she had asked on several occasions but a formal approach now needed. AM also agreed to request that consultation feedback from DSDHA should be sent to the LJAG steering group and the masterplanning steering group. 

	4. Progress on charitable status
New objects had been agreed at the directors’ meeting; these will be sent immediately to Companies House; registration with the Charities Commission should follow and be completed by the end of the month.

	5. Public realm
AM – reported that the masterplan would be available by the end of March. One last consultation event being planned for Saturday 16 February at the Brixton Remakery.  AM to work with MM on this event with Hannah Lewis from the Remakery.  

	6. Future events
Healthy living events – AM reported that she had made a mistake, the funding for the Eat Well, Live Well, Be Well events was still not forthcoming. AM undertook to inform Cynthia Roomes that the funding had still not materialised. AA reported that it was difficult to plan these events until the funding was in place, but it was hoped that the events would take place in March, April and May.  

Big Lunch – AA reported that the Big Lunch will take place on 2 June and that the Eden Project had confirmed funding for this year. LA reported that she, AA and AM had been to see Emma Townson in the Lambeth events team. A carnival organised in conjunction with Sunshine Arts was discussed; it was agreed that if the event was held in the same venue as last year, ie outside the shops on Loughborough Road and if the carnival parade was restricted to the pavements, the permission of the Lambeth events team was not needed, although it would be important to inform Tony Fellowes in the highways department. There were grants available from the Lambeth Festival Fund up to a maximum of £15,000, but this was the last year this fund would be available. 

SG reported that LETRA was putting in a bid to the Lambeth Festival Fund to run a Big Lunch. AM stated that LJAG wanted to work with LETRA and hoped that we could put in a joint application to the Festival Fund. 

 LJAG agreed to hold a meeting on 13 February to bring all local groups together including LETRA to plan the Big Lunch which needed to focus on worklessness. LA to organise meeting with Ray at Sunshine Arts.  
Open Gardens – LJAG had decided not to run an open gardens square event on the Loughborough Estate this year, but had kept open the possibility of running such events in subsequent years. 

	7. Project reports
(i) Cycle project. AM – young people between the ages of 13 and 19 are being signed up; another tranche are due to be signed up on Wednesday 13 February with the four week course starting on 20 February at Lambeth Accord. AM agreed to do a poster advertising the course for SG to put up on Loughborough Estate. 

(ii)  The Cambria Bridge. A 7 Bridges sub-committee was held on Wednesday 30 January. The committee thanked Alison Fordham for her report. It was agreed to write to Abu Barkatoolah, head of transportation planning at Lambeth council to request that the work on the bridge be integrated into the public realm works on the Cambria Road including negotiations with Network Rail as LJAG had failed to reach agreement on painting the bridge.
(iii) Mural project  - 7 Bridges sub-committee working with artists on a more robust solution to attaching the mural to the walls around the junction. The buildings’ owners are being contacted for permission. 
(iv) Greening – AM reported that Lambeth Community Freshview day on Saturday 26 January to build beds in Station Avenue had been a great success. Project visited by Richard Reynolds, the guerrilla gardener and the leader of Southwark Council, Councillor Peter John and Councillor Claire Hickson, cabinet member for communities and economic well-being.  

MM had written a funding application to the Mayor of London’s Capital Clean Up fund for work on the green space at the junction of Loughborough Road and Coldharbour Lane by the advertising hoardings. 

The Loughborough FARM project was looking at spare pieces of land for food growing and had visited sites with Councillor Matt Parr. A further visit to the Skip Garden at King’s Cross had also been arranged.  ME stated that there was a piece of spare land on the Milkwood Estate which could be included in the FARM. It was agreed that ME should be invited to the next meeting on Monday 25 February. The meetings are to be held regularly on the last Monday of the month. 
(v) Made in Loughborough Junction – AM stated that she had not had time to start writing the funding application.
(vi) Running in Loughborough Junction – WR said no progress had been made. Volunteer Livia Whyte had offered to contact Tesco for funding for printing. AM to follow up with Livia.

	8. Planning application monitoring
TG presented list of recent applications. TG sending letter to planning officer and councillors to ask for free cash dispenser at Tesco. 

Many letters of objection sent to Lambeth opposing the change of use to chicken takeaway at 200 Coldharbour Lane. 

Mystery of how new building on Milkwood Road was erected; have the owners applied for retrospective planning permission?

Consideration should be given to an extension to existing conservation areas.

A letter of objection to the planning application for small studio flats at the old Castelo restaurant in Coldharbour Lane signed by TG,AM, ME and HW.

SG agreed to approach Brixton Energy about opportunities for apprenticeships.

TG brought up question of white signage at Tesco; black as was used in Brixton Road would have been more in keeping with Victorian architecture of the Warrior pub.

The transport campaign was raised.  It was agreed that a thank you letter should be sent to the database following the success of the campaign to retain through London-trains on the Thameslink Sutton/Wimbledon loop line. The transport campaign to continue with demand for a lift; request to go in the masterplan.  AM requested that thought be given to the setting up of a transport sub-committee. 

	9. Website, newsletter and communications
AM reported that the new website has been launched and the latest newsletter had been sent out.  Admin assistant, Mandy Mazliah, who was absent due to illness, was congratulated by the committee on these excellent achievements.

TG raised the question of LJAG’s visibility in the neighbourhood. It was agreed that this needed to be improved. 

	10. Treasurer’s report – It was requested that the treasurer Matthew Goddard redo his report to include income received during the month. It was also agreed that in future financial reports would include spending against budgets. 

	11. Project officer’s report 
LA submitted her report and diary. Main focus of LA’s work had been report and monitoring of Big Local event on 8 December. She had met with Marcus Willcocks from Central St Martin’s Design Against Crime unit and Margherita Poggiali and Lizon Tijus from the The House in the Junction. Had also attended Coldharbour Safer Neighbourhood panel meeting and been engaging with community work around the funeral of Junior Nkwelle .  Planned to integrate inter-generational work into health day, hopefully linking with memories of the railways. LA had also made contract with Alison Skeat of Dirty Hands Project. 

Work on release of Basement Jaxx track and acknowledgements continues. AM still needs to meet with Jessop School.
