	2. Minutes of last meeting agreed

	3. Matters arising
AM has not sent out the Masterplanning feedback document but will do this asap.
AM to ask DSDHA formally about taking people for work experience.

	4. Progress on charitable status
Application has been delayed due to queries from Charitable Commission

	5. Public realm
AM – two events on Sat 8 Dec a success. Masterplanners used former African restaurant on Loughborough Rd. Hired rickshaws for local people to show the masterplanners good and bad things about the area. Very innovative way of consulting local people. At same time AA hosted Big Local event. Went well, enjoyable day, good consultation events and delicious free food.
LA – is putting outcomes together over next few weeks. Suggested putting map of Big Local area on LJAG website so people can see boundaries.
AM asked AGD, HW & ME what ideas they have about making improvements in the area. Ideas included traffic management issues in the Milkwood area. 
AM – LJAG to ensure that DSDHA meet with the LJ movers and shakers one to one. Will need help with business community. AGD to feed back to Segen.

	6. Future events
Healthy living events – AA to meet with Cynthia Roomes when she returns from leave. First event likely to be in Feb, hopefully will combine second two events into one as funding will not cover three events. Eat Well will take place at Karibu. Live Well & Be Well in Loughborough Centre or Marcus Lipton. Steering group would like people to start using Elam Gardens – can this be a focus of event? 
Big Lunch – date not yet confirmed. Will be organised cooperatively with local residents’ associations. 
Open Gardens – Loughborough Estate Gardens are going to open again in conjunction with LETRA. AM – need to attract local residents. 
Events sub-committee need to meet with Lambeth Festival Fund to discuss plans for carnival in June or July. 
AM put out a call for volunteers for events committee. 
Action: LA to contact Emma from Lambeth Festival Fund
Big Local – AA will need to work very closely with LETRA as will be leading on the Big Local. It has to be resident-led. 

	7. Project reports
(i) Cycle project. AM – due to start next week at Lambeth Accord. Nine young people, three mechanics. LETRA rep – thinks that younger children, from primary school age, would benefit from this so it’s a shame to stop them from attending. Discussion of opening up a cycle mechanic shop on Loughborough Road. 
(ii) Cambria Bridge – five artworks underway, still having problems with Network Rail. AM is going to write them a formal letter. Has sent £1,000 back to Awards for All for painting the bridge as couldn’t get permission from Network Rail. Will reapply.
(iii) Mural project  - will bring update to next meeting
(iv) Greening – Community Freshview meeting on Sat 26 January. Help build beds in Station Avenue. Attempt to improve this road and start improving Rathgar Road which has seen an increase in drug dealing. Carolyn is coming up with a planting plan.
- Loughborough triangle. Meeting was held on 20 Dec. Disagreement within Lambeth about what can happen on this land but likely that we will get temporary use of the space for a gardening project. TG – will show that we as a community can have an impact and allows the community to work together. LA has some contacts who have run interesting gardening projects. 
Althea raised the issue of literacy with reference to mechanics on Rathgar Road. WR – could literacy training happen at the Green Man? Immigration issues might be a barrier to people.
WR – Funding application has been put in for community garden at end of Southwell Road. Idea to add green space because most of the buildings are flats and so don’t have access to gardens. Bins and cycle parking are also a problem. London & Quadrant is main housing association in the area – WR should be in touch with them. 
(v) Made in Loughborough Junction – AM & WR have met with Photofusion, they are supportive of an application and gave advice.
(vi) Running in Loughborough Junction – WR has a price of printing photos, which was a bit high. Need to get sponsorship or funding. 

	8. Planning application monitoring
TG - Tesco – current application hasn’t been approved so not clear if it will open or not. One reason why Lambeth refused application is that cars will pull up to take cash out and it’s an area of high crime. TG objects to this as area is single yellow lines and it’s a major thoroughfare. TG will contact Lambeth to complain about this ATM issue. General agreement that a free ATM would be a good thing in Loughborough Junction.
- Application to put an additional floor inc six studio flats above Sunsave has been refused today. 
- Proposal for Castello conversion into 16 studio flats – TG encouraged everyone to comment on planning application. 
- 200 Coldharbour Lane (where furniture shop used to be) application put in by Favourite Chicken. Not a good use of the space. Cllr Target-Parker has requested that the full committee will deal it with.

	9. Website, newsletter and communications
New website is almost ready to be launched. 

	10. Treasurer’s report – AA feels that the report needs to have a better breakdown of funding streams and how spending relates to funding. AM to meet with MG in early Feb to discuss how the report can make more sense to the steering group. 

	11. Project officer’s report 
Main focus of work has been on Big Local and Masterplanning. Also working on funding application to the Met. Day visit to Leicester – went to look at an area where the Big Local has been functioning. 
AM – asked for update on Basement Jaxx and inter-generational event. LA said Big Local was an inter-generational event. AA – mentioned elders club. 
LA – Basement Jaxx. AM – asked LA to come back with thoughts about how to launch the track. 
Action: LA to feed back on launching Basement Jaxx track.
