	4. Presentation from Young Lambeth Coop
The Young Lambeth Coop is likely to take over the commissioning of services for children and young people in the borough, subject to Cabinet approval. It will have a budget of up to several million pounds. It aims to have young people at its heart and to give local people more control over services. 1,600 people have expressed an interest in having a say in how services are run, including 450 young people. Abraham is a young person on a gap year who is in charge of a membership strategy, promotion and publicity. He spoke about his involvement with the Coop.

There were concerns raised from the steering group that young people and existing groups don’t know about the Coop and the changes that are going to happen. 

AB – have visited schools, country show and forum meetings. Rely on people who are signed up to get the message out.  She passed on some registration forms for LJAG to pass on to young people and community workers. Link on Young Lambeth website.

	8. Public realm and masterplanning steering group
TG - Draft Masterplan report. Feeling that there were some inaccuracies and some parts were a bit vague. LJAG to meet with DSDHA this Wednesday to go over these. Alongside this Lambeth Council is consulting on the Local Plan. Has a section on Loughborough Junction as an area for the first time – this is extremely positive. No reference to putting a stop on the East London line at Loughborough Junction (does mention Brixton). TG feels that we should ensure that this is put in. Hope that the Masterplan will be embedded in the Local Plan. We can still go ahead with a Neighbourhood Plan if we wish.

Big Lunch – AA – money has been confirmed. Free weekend at the Eden Project on offer for two people. LA & AA to decide who goes. AM suggested that someone from LETRA goes along. LA to chase Robust Training about their involvement in the Big Lunch/Festival event. 

	10. Project reports
(i) Cycle project – LA thanked AM for her hard work on the cycle project. First group is about to finish and second group will start soon.
(ii) Cambria Bridge – AM – letter to Abu Barkatoolah will be sent tomorrow.
(iii) Mural project – AM – has spoken to AF who has not heard from the artist yet.
(iv) Greening and Loughborough Farm
Lambeth Forums Network have agreed to fund a project coordinator to establish a volunteer base of people who are happy to food grow in the community. £1,200 is available for this role. Will be advertised through LETRA, Lambeth green champions and the LJAG mailing list. 
In addition the greening group has done some great work down Station Avenue. Need to start putting LJAG signs on these so that people know we are responsible. 
LJAG to speak to local traders and come to agreement with them to look after planters, sweep up outside their shop. WR has designed a sticker for the shops to display. 
(v) Made in Loughborough Junction – AM - Photofusion are happy to provide a bronze arts award for this. Will go ahead and put in a funding application.
(vi) Running in Loughborough Junction - Action: AM to talk to Livia Whyte about asking Tesco for money for the prints for this. Some will be displayed at the Live Well event in May.
