Project co-ordinator (short term freelance contract)

The Loughborough Junction Action Group (LJAG) is leading an exciting new project in Loughborough Junction designed to locate and bring into food growing use spare or underused  pieces of land. 

The food produced to be used for local consumption and sale and will provide opportunities for volunteering, training and employment. 

LJAG is looking to recruit a project co-ordinator who can:

· establish a strong volunteer base of individuals who will enthuse and encourage people to participate in the project and to appreciate the benefits of locally grown food and its contribution in combating global warming and increasing general well-being and economic prosperity.

The project co-ordinator will be required to recruit at least 20 committed volunteers; the Farm to assist with an induction session; two review sessions and advice and assistance with holding community events promoting the project. 

· promote the Farm within the neighbourhood.

The project co-ordinator will be expected to make contact with local community groups and promote the Farm through local media including social media.

· research funding and training and employment opportunities.

The project co-ordinator will be expected to establish a database of grant-giving organisations and local schools and colleges which can provide training opportunities and national colleges with specialist horticultural and agricultural courses.  

· make links with other growing projects within the area.

The project co-ordinator will be expected to map and make contact with other food growing projects within a one mile radius of the Farm with the aim of sharing resources and expertise. 

The requirements above are listed in order of priority.  We are looking for a capable, confident person with good inter-personal skills.  Although not a requirement, preference will be given to those with an interest in food growing and a belief that by working together people can make a difference to their lives and to the place where they live. 

This is a temporary contract for 120 hours to be paid at the rate of £12.50 an hour, a total of £1,500.  There is additional funding for fliers, posters, booklets and other publicity material.
